502/09 DECLARATIONS OF INTERESTS

Councillor M J Smith asked that it be noted that, in relation to item 13 (Pool Meadow, Hadley), he is a resident of that road but did not consider that he had a declarable interest in the context of this item.
503/09 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There was 1 member of the public present. No matters were raised. PC Jennifer Nally of the Hadley and Leegomery Local Policing Team joined the meeting at 7.20 p.m., and the Chairman invited her to speak shortly afterwards (minute /09 below refers). 
504/09 MINUTES OF LAST MEETING
RESOLVED that the minutes of the meeting of the Council held on 2nd February 2010 be approved and signed by the Chairman.
505/09 MINUTES OF FINANCE AND GENERAL PURPOSES COMMITTEE 16TH FEBRUARY 2010
The Council considered the minutes of the meeting of the Finance and General Purposes Committee held on the 16th February 2010.

506/09 Minute 487/09 Shropshire Association of Local Councils subscription review
It was commented that this review should not result in a significant rise in the subscription level for this council, being one of the larger councils in the county with a large population and electorate. The Finance and General Purposes Committee had understood that it will be proposed that there will be a cap applied to the subscription rate if an electorate based calculation is decided upon.

507/09 Minute 493/09 National Memorial Arboretum visit

The Chairman drew members’ attention to the arrangements for this visit.

508/09 Minute 496/09 Tree works at Castle Farm Community Centre

The Chairman confirmed that the diseased Sycamore had been felled promptly following approval of the expenditure, and also informed members of the removal of two dead trees from the Village Green.

509/09 CHAIRMAN’S COMMUNICATIONS

The Chairman reported the following:

· An invitation to Councillors to visit the Bridge School

· Information from the Borough Council’s Pothole Busting Campaign which reports that in the four weeks ended 26th February a total of 26 repairs had been carried out in the parish.
510/09 REPORTS OF REPRESENTATIVES ON OUTSIDE BODIES – MATTERS SPECIFICALLY RELATING TO THE PARISH
There were no reports.

511/09 YOUTH PROJECT

The Council’s Youth Engagement Officer, Kirsten McCavery, gave a report of the first two weeks of the Hadley Youth Café which opened on the 17th February. 9 Young people had attended the launch night, and all returned together with an additional 10 for the second week. The young people are discussing the types of activities that they would like to do, and plans are in hand to run a Friday evening themed session.
The Chairman thanked Kirsten for the hard work that has gone into setting up the project.

PLANNING 

512/09 Applications for consideration
RESOLVED that the undermentioned applications are dealt with as follows:
1. W2010/0063 – amendment to W2009/0675 to have brick and part glazed dining room, Wayside, Horton Lane, Horton, Telford – no objection.

2. W2010/0065 – erection of a single storey side extension and carport to front following demolition of existing garage, 26 Far Vallens, Hadley, Telford – objection on the grounds that the proposed side extension and car port do not relate well to the existing property, resulting in a cluttered and crowded appearance.; the proposed design is out of character with the neigbouring properties and will appear out of context in the existing street scene when viewing the front elevation; and that therefore the proposal is contrary to saved policy UD2 of the Wrekin Local Plan.

3. W2010/0069 – change of use of part of public house car park into hand car wash including siting of a portacabin (retrospective), The Cross Keys Public House, Haybridge Road, Hadley, Telford – objection on the grounds that the principle of a car wash facility in close proximity to residential properties is unacceptable; that notwithstanding any proposals to reduce the level of noise generated by the washing equipment, it is considered unacceptable to run machinery which generates any level of noise for continuous periods adjacent to gardens of residential properties. The operating hours will result in noise being heard whilst the car wash is in operation thereby causing a nuisance to neighbours wishing to enjoy the amenity provided by their private gardens; that notwithstanding the proposed installation of a drainage sump the Council is of the view that polluted waste water will escape beyond that and run off over the surface of the car park due to the wide spray area created by a jet wash; and that the Council has concerns about highway safety. Vehicles egressing from the site have a restricted view in a south-westerly direction and the nature of the proposed business will result in a higher number of vehicles entering and leaving the site more frequently than when used solely as a public house.

4. W2010/0085 – change of use of garage to provide ancillary accommodation to existing dwelling (retrospective), land at 4 Merlin Coppice, Apley, Telford – no objection.

5. W2010/0094 – erection of a dwelling with garaging and formation of access, land adjacent to Wayside, Horton Lane, Horton, Telford – no objection.
6. W2010/0083 – change of use of integral garage into home office (retrospective), 11 Park Court, Hadley, Telford – no objection. 

513/09 Permissions granted (for information only)

NOTED that Telford & Wrekin Council has granted permission in respect of the following:

1. W2009/1054 – change of use of first floor from offices (Class B1) to martial arts training gym (Class D2), 23 Gladstone House, High Street, Hadley, Telford.

The Chairman enquired about the frequency of visits of the mobile speed camera in Hadley Park Road and PC Nally confirmed that it was on a regular schedule at random times of day.

515/09 VILLAGE GREEN REGISTRATION

The Council received formal confirmation that the application submitted by the Parish Council for registration of land at High Street and Manse Road, Hadley as a Village Green has been accepted. Telford & Wrekin Council has confirmed that the whole of the land that was the subject of the application has been registered as a village green under register number 2/2008. 
RESOLVED that the registration of the land at High Street and Manse Road as a village green be noted.
516/09 FUN DAY/FETE
RESOLVED that in celebration of the registration of the Village Green the Parish Council will organize a fun day/fete in Hadley in 2010, in partnership with the Hadley and Leegomery Local Policing Team and others, to take place on the Village Green, Hadley; and that the Finance and General Purposes Committee is authorised to proceed with arrangements, including the establishment of a task group or sub- committee as considered appropriate. 
517/09 URBAN GAMES 2009 EVALUATION REPORT

The Council received a report of the Urban Games event which was held in Leegomery in July 2009. 
RESOLVED that the report be noted.
518/09 PROPOSED WAITING RESTRICTION AT APLEY CASTLE, APLEY

RESOLVED that the council approves proposals for the introduction of waiting restrictions at Apley Castle, Apley as detailed in a plan presented to members.
519/09 POOL MEADOW HADLEY – SURFACE CONDITION

The Council received the response of Telford & Wrekin Council to the Parish Council’s request that Pool Meadow be included as a priority in the highways budget for 2010/11. The Borough Council had stated in its reply that it accepted that some further work was required to Pool Meadow but that it was currently considered to be a medium priority, and would be considered for inclusion in future capital programmes. However it would not be included in the 2010/11 programme.

Members did not accept this and wished the Parish Council to write again to the Borough Council urging that the matter be given urgent status in view of the volume of traffic, including buses, using the road now and the likely increase that further new development in the area will bring about.

RESOLVED that the Council requests Telford & Wrekin Council to reconsider the case for re-surfacing Pool Meadow and to upgrade its priority to high.  

520/09 PARISH CHARTER CERTIFICATE OF RECOGNITION

NOTED that Telford & Wrekin Council has issued a certificate of recognition to the Parish Council following adoption of the Parish Charter. 

521/09 PARISH COUNCIL WEB SITE

The Council viewed its new website which is now ready to go live.

RESOLVED that the Council approves the design and content of its web site and confirms that it can now become a live site.
522/09 PARISH COUNCIL INSURANCE – ANNUAL REVIEW AND RENEWAL
