099/10 HIGHWAYS – REQUEST FOR TRAFFIC BOLLARD, PEREGRINE WAY

The Committee considered a request for funding in respect of the installation of a traffic bollard at the junction of Peregrine Way and Pintail Drive at an estimated cost of £830.00. The Borough Council had initially stated that it would not be able to provide any funds towards the installation, and the members were reluctant to agree to the Parish Council funding the whole sum. However, shortly before the meeting Councillor Plenderleith had received a communication from the Borough Council Service Delivery Manager for highways which confirmed that the installation of the bollard could be funded on a 2 for 1 basis with the Borough Council meeting two thirds of the costs and the Parish Council one third. Based on the estimate received this would require the sum of £280.00 to be paid by the Parish Council.
RESOLVED that the Parish Council will pay one third of the cost (up to a maximum of £350.00) of installing a keep left bollard at the junction of Peregrine Way and Pintail Drive, Apley, subject to confirmation that Telford & Wrekin Council will pay the remaining two thirds of the cost. (s.274a, Highways Act 1980)
TRAFFIC ISLAND FLORAL DISPLAYS

100/10 Contribution to wild flower island displays

RESOLVED that the Parish Council will contribute the sum of £500.00 towards the costs of wild flower planting on traffic islands in the parish in 2010. (s.96, Highways Act 1980; s.136, LGA 1972).
101/10 proposed living memorial to William Withering

RESOLVED that the Parish Council will make a financial contribution of £150.00 towards the cost of creating a living memorial of Foxgloves on the Apley (Princess Royal Hospital) traffic island to commemorate the work of William Withering who discovered Digoxin.
102/10 TRAFALGAR OAK

RESOLVED that the Council will donate an Oak tree sapling which it purchased in 2005 to commemorate the 200th anniversary of the battle of Trafalgar to the Apley Woods project for permanent planting.  

CASTLE FARM COMMUNITY CENTRE

103/10 Report of damage caused during a function.

The Committee received a report of damage caused during a recent function at Castle Farm Community Centre. In addition to the damage at the Community Centre a claim had been received from the owner of the house next door to the Community Centre in respect of damage to roof tiles caused by items thrown from the Community Centre during the function. The total costs incurred in repairing and rectifying damage totalled £180.42, and the Council holds a surety deposit of £50.00 which can be retained towards this.

RESOLVED that payment of £50.00 in respect of the claim by the Council’s neighbour is authorised, and 

RECOMMENDED that the Council seeks recovery of the balance of the costs of repairs amounting to £130.42 from the hirer, pursuing the matter through the small claims court if payment is not received.
104/10 Review of the amount of surety deposit charged.

In the light of the incident referred to at minute 103/10 the Committee reviewed the amount of surety deposit charged to hirers of the community centre, which is currently set at £50.00. Taking account of the very small number of occasions when the retention of any part of the surety deposit has been necessary the Committee decided to monitor the situation and review it again if a further incident occurs, or if payment is not received for the damage caused on the 25th April.
