045/10 FLORAL DISPLAYS 2010
The Committee discussed the Council’s floral displays for 2010, to include existing displays and proposed additions at Leegomery Centre. Following a site visit with the contractor and a representative of the Borough Council’s Asset and property management team it is proposed that the council provides 10 new floral crown displays to be situated in front of the new local shops at Leegomery, on the top of a grass bank adjacent to the car parking area. The existing hanging baskets around the community centre will be retained. The additional expenditure in respect of the new displays at Leegomery is some £400.00 less than the budget allocation and it was proposed that this surplus amount is used for additional planting at locations in the parish which would include land owned by the Parish Council and public areas owned by Telford & Wrekin Council such as highway verges and general open space, subject to consent. Due to timescales of bringing proposals before the Council and the imminent onset of the growing season, and taking account of the relatively small sum involved, the Committee recommended that the Clerk is granted delegated authority to purchase the necessary plants etc when suitable sites are identified within a budget total of £400.00. 
RECOMMENDED

(i) that expenditure in respect of the floral displays contract for 2010/11 to be provided by the existing contractor Nobridge Nurseries in the sum of £6858.99 is approved;

(ii) that delegated authority is granted to the Clerk to the Council to authorise expenditure in respect of plants etc. up to a total sum of £400.00, and to arrange planting in suitable locations subject to necessary consents being obtained.
